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IMPORTANT PRECAUTIONS

Please read the following PRECAUTIONS before using your new Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly:

1. It is the responsibility of the owner to ensure that all users are adequately informed of all precautions associated with the use of the Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly and other waterfront equipment (i.e. docks, rafts, etc).

2. Read all information contained within this manual carefully before using your Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly.

3. It is recommended that all children wear life-jackets while using the Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly unless they are supervised.

4. Access for the Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly should ALWAYS be kept free of obstacles.  Please store all sport and fishing equipment in proper locations after use.  

5. If a non-PORT-A-PIER product has also been purchased along with an Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly, it is recommended that the users of the product follow the procedure specified by the manufacturer.  It is also recommended each user is aware of all precautions associated with the product’s use. 
CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Port-A-Pier’s Iron Horse Trackless Boat Dolly is virtually maintenance free.  However, to ensure longevity and the best possible performance from your trackless dolly system, we recommend the following:

1. Every year, it is recommended that each of the grease fittings be injected with grease.  Any standard grease will work fine.  
2. You will need to check the air in the tires.  If the tire pressure is low, please fill the tires with air before use.  
3. Make sure to check that the cables and cable clamps are secure.  The cables should not be frayed in any way.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. (Q).

Are navigation lights required to warn boaters of my iron horse while traveling at night?

(A).
Warning lights are not required unless your iron horse protrudes into any navigational waterways.  If you are concerned whether or not your iron horse protrudes into any navigational waterways, we recommend that you contact your local DNR district representative.

What is the resale value of my iron horse in years to come?

Can I leave my Iron Horse in year round?

Yes, but you will need to cover your motor with a tarp to protect it from the                             elements.
4. (Q).
Can my boat remain on the Iron Horse all the time or do I need to remove it when     I leave for a long period of time? 

(A).

Your boat never has to leave the iron horse!!  If you plan to leave, make sure to cover your lift with a tarp or some other type of covering.  We also don’t recommend leaving the iron horse remotes or keys on the boat if you plan to leave for a long period of time.
